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Finance for Non Financial Managers
This seminar aims to assist professionals with limited or no financial training to develop their basic finance skills.  This seminar will assist non financial professionals in understanding how to read financial statements like balance sheets and income statements and to be able to make independent assessments on the health of a firm they take a particular interest in.

This is important because it will allow seminar participants to develop their basic understanding of investment principles down to understanding whether a particular stock is worth buying, or walking away from.  The seminar will help participants to understand the key relationships that exist between assets, liabilities, and equity and in turn what this means for the financial health and future of a firm.  

In addition to the above, the participants will go through a series of exercises that will raise their ability to not only read financial data, but to interpret it as well.  This is particularly useful for engineers, architects, and people from different social science backgrounds where finance was not a particular area of emphasis.

At the very least, this course will help the typical non financial analyst better understand the dynamics of their own investments, and to be more of a participant in issues relating to financial management in their work place.   
Specifically, by the end of the seminar participants will be able to:

· Read balance sheets and income statements and interpret them;
· Make personal and corporate investment decisions based on sound financial judgment; and 

· Analyze the financial health and standing of virtually any firm big or small.

No financial background for this course is required.
